Course Description/ Thesis

Compulsory Courses:

General Theories of Anticorruption (3 credit Hours)

This course aims to introduce the concept of corruption and presents theories related to explaining the
phenomenon of corruption from economic, social, and institutional perspectives. These theories
include "agency theory" which focuses on corruption from an economic perspective related to the
conflict of interests, "game theory” which focuses on the actions of an individual based on his/ her
expectations of the actions of other individuals if he/she refuses to engage in corrupt behavior,
"collective performance theory" which justifies anti-corruption efforts despite the existence of the legal
and institutional system, and the "institutional theory" that explains corruption from the perspective of
the absence or ineffectiveness of institutions. This course will also present real-life cases to determine
whether they include corrupt behavior and to recommend the appropriate actions to combat such
behavior.

Compliance & Governance Standards (3 credit Hours) _

This course discusses the concepts of integrity and governance, their role in oversight and control, and
their importance in the public and private sectors. This course defines national integrity standards (rule
of law, accountability, transparency, governance, standards of justice, equality, equal opportunities and
quality of service) and the tools and indicators for measuring them in different sectors. It introduces
governance tools at the organizational level (such as boards of directors internal control, accounting

 disclosure, and external auditing) and in accordance with the sustainable development goals (Goal 16)

and at the state level (such as anti-monopoly, investor protection, consumer protection, information
transparency and the right to obtain it). This course also presents practical applications for measuring
the extent of compliance with standards of integrity and governance.

Research Methodology (3 credit Hours)

This course aims to introduce the methods of qualitative and quantitative scientific research, with a
focus on qualitative methodology and its tools such as interviews, in order to train students for
preparing research related to governance and anti-corruption. This course includes training students on
analyzing data, developing research questions, theoretical frameworks and hypotheses, and choosing
the appropriate research method to test hypotheses. It also includes a quantitative aspect related to the
definition of different data sources, methods of measuring variables, analyzing data statistically and
interpreting the results.

Anticorruption Legislation Framework (3 credit Hours)

This course aims to introduce the legislative framework regulating the anti-corruption process and the
role of relevant laws and regulations in enhancing integrity. It will also introduce the international
conventlons ratified by Jordan and whxch have become m 'Ih "‘leg1slat1ye=:system to enhance
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Corruption Crimes in the Public &Private Sectors (3 credit Hours)

This course consists of two main parts: the first is the theoretical aspect of corruption crimes and the
second is the practical aspect of detecting corruption crimes and identifying the elements and the
characteristics of corruption crimes according to the sector. This course studies in detail the following
crimes occurring in the public and private sectors: bribery, abuse of office for personal ends,
exploitation of resources for personal ends, corruption in bids, embezzlement, extortion, exploitation
of information, influence or pressure on public sector workers internally or externally, and legislative
or procedural loopholes that contribute or assist in committing corruption crimes. It also presents
methods of anti-corruption policies from a preventive point of view (such as monitoring, managing
conflict of interest, oversight and accountability) and from a punitive side (such as identifying
corruption crimes and the penalties arising therefrom).

Elective Courses:

Digitalization & Anticorruption (3 credit Hours)

This course acquaints students with the negative and positive roles of using information technology
and digital space both as part of the corruption process and as a tool to combat and detect corruption.
The course discusses the role of information technology in automating information, increasing public
disclosure, and hence allowing citizens effective participation in the oversight of the public and private
sectors. This course also discusses the role of mformatlon technology in creating new means of
corruption and how to combat it.

International Anticorruption Experiences (3 credit Hours)

This course presents a set of international and regional experiences in combating corruption. The
course focuses on important international experiences and standards in the fight against corruption,
including negative and successful experiences, highlighting the reasons for the success or failure of
those experiences, ways to prevent them, and taking advantage of mistakes or success factors.

Corruption Manifestations and Effects (3 credit Hours)

This course includes a study of corruption patterns according to sectoral classification such as the
financial sector, the construction sector, the health sector, and the educational sector. The course
identifies common features of the corruption committed in terms of the mechanism in which they were
committed. It also discusses the association of business elites with state officials which may lead to
conflicts of interests that foster several problems such as monopoly and illegal competitiveness such as
government tenders and purchases, tax and customs evasion and influencing the legislation of the
sector and others.

Investigation of Anticorruption ( 3 credit Hours)

This course deals with the practical aspects of investigative procedures in accordance with the code of
criminal trials and legislation relevant to corruption. It also introduces the most important investigative
procedures, including methods of investigation and information collection by studying the mechanisms
of classifying information sources into public, private and official sources, recruitment of sources, and
access to data banks, information analysis, investigative skills through analyzing complaints and
corruption information, building an investigation plan, managing the investigation file, body language
in interviews, red flags, listening skills for statements, collecting evidence and data related to the body
of the crime and related to the offender, skills of forensic analysis.

Political & Economic Corruption (3 credit Hours)

This course defines the concepts of political corruption and economic corruption, and Politically
Exposed Persons (PEPs). The course also attempts to explain the impact of corruption on politics and
economics, such as the increase in poverty, unemployment, inequality in the distribution of income,
collapsed public sector and infrastructure, unfair distribution of resources, negative effect on the
investment environment, and flight of investment instead of encouraging foreign and national
investment. This course also presents the results of the research on the experiences of countries in this
field taking into consideration Goal (16) of the sustainable development goals in accordance with the
decisions of the London Conference 2016 (SDG) Sustainable Development Goals and the relationship

of these types of corruption to the crime of money laundering in accordance with the recommendations
of the Financial Action Task Force (FATF).

Corruption & Human Rights (3 credit Hours)

This course aims to define the impact of corruption on human rights from the social, political,
economic and cultural aspects, for example the impact of corruption on justice and equality through
nepotism and favoritism and reducing the available resources for their investment and its reflection on
basic human rights such as health, education, availability of infrastructure and political aspects in
terms of equality, the ability of individuals to participate in politics and the right to a fair trial.

Administrative and Financial Corruption (3 credit Hours)

This course aims to define administrative and financial corruption and its forms through the violations
committed (such as forgery, bribery, abuse of authority, disclosure of secrets, exploitation of
information for private interest, secret accounts, destruction of documents) and the role of relevant
control mechanisms such as accounting systems and internal control in combating it. It also trains
students on how to detect corruption and the procedures that a person can follow to report cases of
administrative and financial corruption and the role of current legislation in providing the necessary
protection for these people.

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Islam & Anticorruption (3 credit Hours)
