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Higher Diploma in Governance & Anti-Corruption
Course Description

Compulsory Courses:

Introduction to Corruption _ (3 credit Hours)

This course deals with defining the various concepts pertaining to corruption from social,
religious, economic, and legal perspectives. It also gives a historical overview of the various
types and patterns of corruption crimes from both an international and a national
standpoint. It sheds light on the causes of corruption; its social, economic, and political
effects; corruption measurement indicators in countries; the study of ways of fighting
corruption according to international norms and standards, including law enforcement,
preventive measures, the mixed paradigm, the parliamentarian model, etc.

Integrity Standards & Risk Management (3 credit Hours)

This course deals with the concept of integrity and its standards from an international as
well as a national standpoint, delving into main and secondary integrity standards in: the
public sector, the private sector, NGOs, etc. It also takes note of the indicators of
management’s commitment to these standards, as well as the study of the concept of risk,
its measurement, and management.

Corruption Crimes: Case Studies (3 credit Hours)

This module includes an in-depth study of a selected group of corruption crimes, namely: bribery,
misuse of public office, and embezzlement. Additionally, this module studies the elements of these
crimes, the criminal participation, and the responsibility of legal persons through practical issues in
the following sectors: government tenders and procurements, municipalities, associations, and the
public sector in general. This module will focus on the characteristics of these crimes under the
Integrity and Anti-Corruption law, the Jordanian Penal Code, and Economic Crimes Law with a focus
on principle and supplemental penalties and their effect on public money.

Practical Training (O credit Hours)

The student undergoes training at the Integrity & Anticorruption Commission for a total of
40 training hours on the Commission’s observation of Integrity standards; prevention of
corruption; awareness; education, etc.

Compliance & Governance Standards (3 credit Hours)

This course discusses the concepts of integrity and governance, their role in oversight and
control, and their importance in the public and private sectors. This course defines national
integrity standards (rule of law, accountability, transparency, govemance, standards of
justice, equality, equal opportunities and quality of service) and the tools and indicators for
measuring them in different sectors. It introduces governance tools at the organizational level
(such as boards of directors internal ‘contro l-eaccountmg"dlsclosure, and external auditing) and
in accordance with the; sustainable, developmentgoals (Goal 16) and at the state level (such as
anti-monopoly, mvestor protectlon, consumer protectxon,f information transparency and the
right to obtain it). Thi$ course also prqse Era;;tlcal apphcanons for measuring the extent of
compliance with standards of i mteg é vérnance.
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Anticorruption Legislation Framework (3 credit Hours)
This course aims to introduce the legislative framework regulating the anti-corruption process
and the role of relevant laws and regulations in enhancing integrity. It will also introduce the
international conventions ratified by Jordan and which have become part of the legislative
system to enhance integrity and combat corruption. Finally, it will introduce the supervisory
institutions and their roles according to the legislative framework regulating them.

Elective Courses:
Soci_ety & Anti-Corruption (3 credit Hours)

This course deals with society’s role in rooting out corruption and in reinforcing integrity
and best practices within this context. This includes: the family’s role in instilling moral
values; the school’s educational role; the role of religious institutions in fighting corruption;
the role of NGOS and political parties; promoting good role models in society; reinforcing
the constructive dimension of participatory work, monitoring, and following up on public
issues; educating people to respect and safeguard public funds; etc.

Anti-Corruption from a Religious & Moral Perspective (3 credit Hours)

This course deals with the concept of corruption, its causes, and the indicators of its crlmmallsatlon
in Islamic Sharia sources. It also deals with corruption types, aspects, threats, and negatlve impact,
from a religious viewpoint. The course also focuses on moral values; standards of good governance;
accountability; the role of the ombudsman; role of religious institutions in fighting corruption;
boosting societal anticorruption culture, etc.

Maedia, Integrity & Anti-Corruption (3 credit Hours)

This course deals with the following: the role of media in exposing corruption through reliable
investigative reporting; avoidance of character assassination; role of media in spreading awareness
and educating the public and enforcing integrity values; role of media in fighting corruption on the
one hand and promoting success stories and good practices; highlighting transparency as one of the
means and standards of integrity; covering corruption stories in the public and private sectors
professionally and objectively; etc.

Corruption at the Sectorial Level (3 credit Hours)

This course seeks to: understand the mechanisms of corruption at the level of the following
sectors: municipalities, financial, health, education, corporate and investment; map
common patterns of corruption, and internal and external risk factors at the sector level;

~ design anti—corruption tools appropriate to the sector.
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Development & Good Governance (3 credit Hours)

This course seeks to: study the relationship between governance, corruption and development;
examine the impact of corruption on various aspects of development including the political,
economic, and social and human rights aspects; examine the role of governance in mitigating the
negative impact of corruption and in sustaining development; study pioneering examples from
around the world, such as Singapore and Hong Kong.

Technology, Governance & Anti-Corruption (3 credit Hours)

This course covers the following: electronic corruption crimes; the various types and patterns of such
crimes; digital investigation and exposing of corruption; data analysis; the role of technology in
boosting good governance and corruption prevention through digital processes, simplification of
procedures, and reducing contact between employee and service recipients; etc.

Contemporary Corruption Crimes (3 credit Hours)

This course examines elements of corruption crimes in comparative legislations and
international conventions. This course also focuses on studying a sample of recent
corruption crimes, such as: money laundry and its relation to corruption crimes; nepotism /
conflict of Interest; abuse of functions or positions; illicit enrichment.

Special Topic (3 credit Hours)

This course focuses on a selected topic pertaining to integrity, corruption, anticorruption or any
subject related to any of the program’s intended learning outcomes. The purpose here is to study
the subject in depth and from all angles, enabling the students to acquaint themselves with the
latest development in the field, thinking about topics deeply, and perhaps conducting a study on it.
The topic can be suggested by any faculty member teaching in the program or by any person in
charge of the program, provided that the topic is approved by the concerned academic council upon
submitting the rationale and the detailed course plan.
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
