
Required Documents for Admission 

Required Documents for the Application:  

General Submission Instructions: 

 All required documents must be uploaded as a single PDF file. 

 The file size must not exceed 6 MB. 

 Documents must be uploaded to the electronic system. 

 Upon acceptance, the student must provide certified hard copies of all 

documents. 

 

List of Required Documents: 

1. High School Transcript: A certified copy of the General Secondary Education 

Certificate (Tawjihi) transcript. 

2. University Degree Certificate: A certified copy of the first university degree 

(Bachelor’s/License), with a minimum grade of "Good" from the issuing 

university. 

3. University Transcripts: Certified copies of the transcripts for all undergraduate 

academic years. 

4. Grading System: The grading system of the university from which the student 

graduated. 

5. Grade Evaluation: A grade determination from the Ministry of Higher Education 

and Scientific Research for graduates of foreign universities or universities that do 

not provide a grade. 

6. Certificate Equivalency: An accredited certificate equivalency from the Ministry 

of Higher Education and Scientific Research for graduates of non-Jordanian 

universities. 

7. Medical Council Certificate: A certificate from the Medical Council proving the 

successful completion of the total (internship) exam for graduates of non-

Jordanian universities (for Jordanian students). 

8. Birth Certificate: A certified copy of the original birth certificate showing the 

National ID number for Jordanian students. 

9. Identity Card: A certified copy of the Personal Identity Card, certified by the 

Civil Status Department for Jordanian students. 

10. Passport: A copy of the passport for non-Jordanian students. 

11. Personal Photo. 

12. Work Experience Certificates. 

13. Internship Certificate (Tamayuz). 

14. Syndicate Registration: A copy of the registration with the professional 

syndicate. 

15. Practice License: A copy of the professional practice permit. 



16. Language Proficiency Exam: A certificate showing the successful completion of 

one of the following: 

o TOEFL (IBT): Minimum score of 90 (from within Jordan). 

o IELTS: Minimum score of 6.5 (from within Jordan). 

o OET: Minimum grade of (C). 

o Note: The exam must not be older than two years. If not available at the 

time of application, the student must fulfill this requirement within one 

year from the start of the first academic year. 

17. Published Research: Research published in journals accredited by the University 

of Jordan (1 point per research, maximum of 3 points), provided it is accredited. 

18. Training Courses: Training courses must be accredited by the Continuing 

Medical Education Division at the University of Jordan Hospital. 

19. Class Ranking: A document showing the student's ranking if they were first in 

their class. 

 

Important Notes: 

Applications will not be considered if: 

 All required documents are not attached. 

 The applicant does not meet the general admission requirements. 

 The applicant does not sit for the scheduled written exam. 

 The applicant does not attend the required personal interview.
